Details of the Online Examination Pattern:

The examination would be conducted on-line i.e. on a computer.
The tests will be in Marathi and English except for the test/s of Marathi & English language.

All the questions will have multiple choices. Out of the five answers to a question only one will be the correct
answer. The candidate has to select the most appropriate answer and ‘mouse click’ that alternative
which he/ she feels is appropriate/ correct. The alternative/ option that is clicked on will be treated as
the answer to that question. Answer to any question will be considered for final evaluation, only when
candidates have submitted the answers by clicking on “Save & Next” or “Mark for Review & Next”.

The clock has been set at the server and the countdown timer at the top right corner of your screen will display
the time remaining for you to complete the exam. When the clock runs out the exam ends by default - you are
not required to end or submit your exam.

The question palette at the right of screen shows one of the following status of each of the questions numbered:

1 You have notvisited the question yet.
v You have not answered the question.
.+ Youhave answered the question.
o You have NOT answered the question, but have marked the question for review.
o The question(s) "Answered and Marked for Review" will be considered for evaluation.

The Marked for Review status simply acts as a reminder that you have set to look at the question again. If an
answer is selected for a question that is Marked for Review, the answer will be considered in the final
evaluation.

To select a question to answer, you can do one of the following :

(@) Click on the question number on the question palette at the right of your screen to go to that numbered
question directly. Note that using this option does NOT save your answer to the current question.

(b) Click on ‘Save & Next’ to save answer to current question and to go to the next question in sequence.

(c) Click on ‘Mark for Review and Next’ to save answer to current question, mark it for review, and to go to
the next question in sequence.

The call letter should be brought with you to the examination venue along with your recent passport size
photograph duly pasted on it. (Preferably the same photograph as was as uploaded).

You must scrupulously follow the instructions of the Test Administrator and the Directorate of Technical
Education Representative at the examination venue. If you violate the instructions you will be disqualified and
will be asked to leave the examination venue.

No use of calculators (separate or with watch), books, note books or written notes, cell phones (with or without
camera facility) or any other electronic device will be allowed during the examination.

Currently
valid photo identity proof may be PAN Card/ Passport/ Permanent Driving License/ Voter's Card with
photograph/Bank Passbook with photograph/Valid recent Identity Card issued by a recognised College/
University/Aadhaar card/E-aadhaar card with a photograph/ Bar Council Identity card with photograph. Please
Note - Ration Card and Learner’s Driving License will NOT be accepted as valid ID proof for this
examination. Please note that your name as appearing on the call letter (provided by you during the process of
registration) should exactly match the name as appearing on the photo identity proof. Female candidates who
have changed first/last/middle name post marriage must take special note of this. If there is any mismatch
between the name indicated in the Call Letter and Photo Identity Proof you will not be allowed to appear for the
exam. In case of candidates who have changed their name will be allowed only if they produce original Gazette
notification/their marriage certificate in original.
